Objectives of the course

	Preprosthetic surgery is part of oral surgery specialty program which deals with diagnostics and surgical treatment of conditions, diseases or changes in tissues that do no permit or make difficult the production and wearing of prosthetic devices. The aim of the course is to introduce students to current possibilities of preprosthetic surgery and adequate prosthetic rehabilitation of the oral cavity. Indications for a preprosthetic surgical procedure are determined at the level of polyvalent dentistry or prosthetic specialty when in given circumstances an adequate prosthetic work cannot be accomplished and at the level of an oral surgeon who is familiar with surgical procedures and selects the one that is the most simple and effective. A doctor of polyvalent dental care should know the indications and possibilities of preprosthetic surgery and inform the patient about other alternatives of prosthetic rehabilitation. 


Course description 

	The course includes the introduction to the atrophy of hard and soft tissues of the alveolar ridge due to tooth loss, and mechanical, inflammatory and systemic factors of bone resorption. The student acquires knowledge about the most common conditions from clinical practice that demand preprosthetic surgery. The course enables the students for the clinical examination of the patient, radiological diagnostics, for the determination of indications for preprosthetic surgery and the selection of an adequate prosthetic substitution. It provides knowledge about local and general conditions of the patient (age, gender, health status, mental features) when the method and type of prosthetic surgery or prosthetic rehabilitation are selected.
